Recorder. 

 

3.  Care should be taken to ensure that the information provided is correct. 
 

4. BLOCK CAPITALS OR TYPESCRIPT must be used throughout.   
  
5. A PDF version of the Petition Forms and Petitioners Application Forms available to download

6. A Clearance Certificate or letter of good standing must be provided in respect of each 
Consistory of which a Petitioner was formerly, a subscribing member. Failure to provide such 
will delay approval of the Petition and may disqualify a Petitioner.  Please note that the 
number of the Consistory cannot be issued until this information has been provided.
